
1. Park on a firm flat surface.

2. Allow engine to cool to room temperature.

3. Remove and Retain three M6 Muffler Shield Screws.  See Figure 1.

4. Maneuver and Align the slots of Heat Shield 751P10988 into the Left Hand side of the Muffler Shield as shown in Figure 2.  

5. Match up the mounting orifice and reinstall two M6 Muffler Shield Screws. See Figure 3.
