Subject:     LOSS OF POWER 
 
PROBLEM:  Loss of power to the drive wheels. Note: Do not assume transaxle failure. 
 
CAUSE:   Low oil level or contaminated oil. 
 
SOLUTION:  Fill to proper level (see figures 2, 3 & 4) or change oil (go to repair). Note: Make sure the 
breather assembly fitting is securely tightened into the threaded port of the transaxle. Refer to figure 1.
 
REPAIR:   Clean oil fill port area of any debris and remove oil fill port plug (see figures 3 & 4). Drain oil by 
using a self-priming "Drill pump" to suck oil from transaxle. Fill transaxle at oil fill port according to figure 3. 
Install oil fill port plug. Purge air from system and recheck oil level.
