Pre-Service Preparation:

1. Place rider on a flat and level surface, disengage the
PTO, turn engine off, remove ignition key and set the
parking brake ON.

2. CAUTION! Allow engine and muffler to cool
before proceeding with installation of this service
kit.

Dis-Assembly Instructions:

3. Refer to the Operator’s Manual, Mower Deck sec-
tion, Deck Removal and remove the deck from under
the rider.

4. Jack up the front of the rider to provide adequate
room to work under the rider frame. Securely support
the front end with a pair of jack stands.

5. Using a 9/16” socket and ratchet and a 15/16 box
wrench, remove the lower shoulder bolt and nut from
from both sides where the lift link attaches to the deck
lift arm. See Figure 2. Discard lock nuts.

6. Secure both deck lift arms up against the bottom of
the frame to provide access to the upper shoulder bolts
and nuts.

7. Using a 9/16” socket and ratchet and a 15/16 box
wrench, remove the upper shoulder bolt and nut from
from both sides where the lift link attaches to the deck
lift shaft assembly. See Figure 2. Discard the links and
lock nuts.
